
THE STAINED GLASS WINDOWS 
 

There are 18 stained glass windows, starting from the right hand side of the church, towards the back of 
the church, depicting as follows: 
 
The Creative Word 
“In the beginning was the Word……and the Word was God……all things were made through him.”  (John 
1-3) 
 
The Promised Word of Salvation – The Fall and the Promise 
“I will put enmities between thee and the woman, and thy seed and her seed: she shall crush thy head, 
and thou shalt lie in wait for her heel.”  (Gen. 3:24)   
 
The Covenanted Word  -  Noah’s Ark on the Waters 
“I set my bow in the clouds.” (Gen. 9:12) 
 
The Revealed Word  -  Abraham and his son Isaac 
“God himself will provide the lamb”  (Gen 22:8) 
 
Salvation Comes  -  Joseph in Egypt and the Cana Wedding 
“Do whatever he tells you”  (John 2:6) 
 
Salvation Comes  -  Moses - Second Sign 
“Make a fiery serpent and put it on a standard; if anyone is bitten and looks upon it, he shall live”  (Num. 
21:8-9) 
 
The Spirit of God comes down on David and Solomon 
“The Son of God comes down from Heaven: Jesus the Living Word  (Heb 4:12) 
 
The Word of the Lord came to Isaiah and Jeremiah 
“At various times in the past….God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets.”  (Heb 1:1-2) 
 
The Word Becomes Incarnate 
“The Logos was made flesh, and dwelt among us.”  (John 1:14) 
 
The Victory of the Church and the Lamb 
“The Holy City is the jewel in Jesus’ crown: the Lamb that was slain.”  
 (Rev 21:18-24) 
 
The Vine and its Branches 
“I am the Vine, you are the branches, whoever remains in me, with me in him, bears fruit in plenty.”  
(John 15:5-6) 
 
Fruit of the Mission of the Word  -  The Gift of Pentecost 
“It is the Lord who speaks: I will pour out my Spirit on all mankind.”  (Acts 2:17) 
 
The Victory of the Incarnate Word  -  The Crown of Victory and Glory 
“He has risen as he said he would.”  (Matt 28:1-8) 
 
The Suffering of the Incarnate Word 
“..and through his wounds we are healed.”  (Isaiah 53:5) 
 
The Transfiguration and the Washing of the Feet  - The Glory and the Humility of Christ

The Ministry of the Incarnate Word  - The Sermon on the Mount and the Woman at the Well
